His wife Lily White (Logan White) and two children, Emma (Anna Margaret) and Cooper (Gibson Sjobeck) are not enthusiastic about his new assignment.  Neither is the congregation at the Divine Faith Apostolic Church, but with the help of Deacon Hill (Reginald VelJohnson), they will have to pull together to save the church from a corrupt banker who is anxious to foreclose. When Pastor White delivers the news to former first lady of the church, Veena (Jackée), that he can deliver Bebe Winans to perform at the church fundraiser, trust and a new faith begin to transform between the White family and the congregation. 

Brother White is a Pure Flix Entertainment production in association with GMC.  Brian Herzlinger (My Date with Drew) is the director.  Sean Paul Murphy, Matt Richards and Tommy Blaze wrote the screenplay.  The film is produced by Anna Zielinski, David A.R. White, Russell Wolfe, Michael Scott and Elizabeth Travis. About the Cast
DAVID A.R. WHITE
Brother White was inspired by David A.R. White’s own experience as a fish-out-of-water.  Born the youngest child of a Mennonite pastor, White moved from a small farming town outside of Dodge City, Kansas to Los Angeles at age 19, where he rented a room from an African American family.  Six months after his arrival in Los Angeles, White was cast in the CBS television series Evening Shade, playing the friend of Burt Reynolds’ son in the series (1990-1993). He also appeared as a guest star on Coach, Saved by the Bell, Sisters and Melrose Place, among others.  His film credits include The Visitation, which he also produced, Bells of Innocence and Mercy Streets, for which he received a Best Actor nomination from The Movie Guide Awards.  White is a co-founder of Pure Flix Entertainment, a distribution and production company.  He has starred and produced many films, including, The Moment After, The Moment After II, Hidden Secrets and Jerusalem Countdown, based on the bestselling book by John Hagee, among others.  White directed The Encounter starring Bruce Marchiano, Jaci Velasquez and pro wrestler Steve “Sting” Borden and the comedy Holyman Undercover, in which he also starred, opposite Fred Willard.  Most recently, White directed and starred in Me Again, opposite Ali Landry and Bruce McGill.  He lives in Los Angeles, CA.
JACKÉE

Jackée  (Veena Johnson) won an Emmy( for her role as Sandra Clark in the hit television series 227, becoming the first African American to win an Emmy Award for “Outstanding Supporting Actress in a Comedy Series.” She won an NAACP Image Award for “Outstanding Supporting Actress in a Comedy Series” for two consecutive years (1999 and 2000) for her role as Lisa Landry in the long-running comedy “Sister Sister.”  Additional television highlights include “Another World”; The Royal Family; The Women of Brewster Place, where she starred opposite Oprah Winfrey; “Celebrity Fit Club” and “Everybody Hates Chris,” among others.  She currently stars in “Let’s Stay Together” on BET.  She began her career on the New York Stage, appearing first in A Broadway Musical.  She made her return to theater in 1994 starring as Billie Holiday in “Lady Day at Emerson’s Bar and Grill.”  She also starred in “The Boys from Syracuse,” “Ladybugs,” “The Sunshine Boys,” “Damn Yankees,” “A Christmas Carol” and most recently toured in DJ Lawrence’s “The Clean Up Woman.”  Jackée was born in Winston-Salem, North Carolina and was raised in Harlem, New York.  She lives in Los Angeles, CA.

LOGAN WHITE

Logan White (Lily White) was a contestant on the second season of “Fear Factor,” where she almost nabbed the grand prize.  Her big screen credits include SIX…the Mark Unleashed with Stephen Baldwin and Eric Roberts; My Date with Drew, The Moment After 2; Sarah’s Choice, opposite Rebecca St. James and Dick Van Patten; In the Blink of an Eye with Eric Roberts and her husband David A.R. White; Marriage Retreat; Me Again and Holyman Undercover, which she also co-produced.  Her other producer credits include Hidden Secrets, which she co-produced with her husband.  Logan grew up in a small town in Illinois.  She moved to San Diego after high school.  She currently lives in Los Angeles, CA.

REGINALD VELJOHNSON

Reginald VelJohnson (Deacon Reginald Hill) played Carl Winslow on the television sitcom “Family Matters.”  He was the only cast member to appear in every episode.  Known for playing police officers on both the big and small screens, he portrayed LAPD Sgt. A Powell in the films Die Hard and Die Hard 2.  Additional feature film credits include Ghostbusters, Crocodile Dundee, Turner & Hooch and Like Mike. Additional television credits include guest appearances in Chuck, in which he reprises his role as Al Powell, Bones, I’m in the Band, Just 3 Boyz and Tyler Perry’s “Meet the Browns”.    On stage, Johnson starred in the off-Broadway show She all Dat!.  He wrote a critically acclaimed series of short stories called “Division Street.”  His short story “Sunday Evening Haircut” was made into a short film, which starred VelJohnson himself, alongside Kiki Shepard.  VelJohnson was born in Queens, NY.  He lives in Los Angeles, CA.  
VICTORIA JACKSON

Victoria Jackson (Victoria Chamberlain) is a comedian, actress, satirist and singer best known as a cast member of “Saturday Night Live” (1986-1992). His feature film credits include Swamp Thing, directed by Wes Craven; The Journey of Natty Gann, Dead End, The Chase, The Battle of Shaker Heights, Jeepers Creepers 2, X Men:  First Class, the voice of Perry White in Superman:  Doomsday and will appear in Tim and Eric’s Billion Dollar Movie with John C. Reilly, Will Ferrell and Jeff Goldblum, scheduled for release in March.  

BEBE WINANS

Bebe Winans is a Grammy( Award winning, platinum selling artist known for his groundbreaking musical talents as an R&B and Gospel vocalist, writer and producer.  The seventh of 10 children, Winans began his career as a background singer for his brothers (The Winans) before teaming with sister Cece Winans in 1987 for a run of platinum-selling albums. He has also recorded songs with Stevie Wonder, Brian McKnight and Whitney Houston.  He is host of “The Bebe Experience” on SiriusXM.  As an actor, his feature film credits include Jonathan Demme’s The Manchurian Candidate.  His theater credits include the off-Broadway musical “King Solomon Lives,” “A Nubian Love Story; Civil War,” “Don’t Get God Started” and “What’s on the Hearts of Men.” He appeared as a celebrity judge on the television series “Sunday Best.”  Winans was born in Detroit, MI. He lives in Nashville, TN.  

ANNA MARGARET

Anna Margaret (Emma White) is an American singer, songwriter, actress, and model.  As the youngest female recording artist to sign with recording label Hollywood Records, the 15-year-old singer has become one of the bright lights among emerging teen stars in music and television.   She has recorded hit tracks and music videos for Disney Channel original movies including Starstruck, "Girl Thing" from Den Brothers and Something About the Sunshine, which has over 2 million hits on YouTube.  Her single, “All Electric,” was featured on the Disney hit series Shake It Up. “I Wanna Go” was featured as the theme song for the Disney Theme Park’s “Summer Nightastic” campaign.   On the Starstruck soundtrack, Collins sings three songs, “New Boyfriend;” a duet of “Something About the Sunshine” with Sterling Knight, as well as her own solo version.  She has been featured in a McDonald’s ad campaign featuring her video, “An Excellent Source of Happiness.”  She has also appeared in other major campaigns for Sony and Charter Communications.
